In reading, we have been building our stamina and practicing our self-monitoring skills during independent reading time.  Students are practicing close reading skills with our focus text, Love That Dog.  We have been learning about the differences between poetry and prose as we read poems by famous poets like Robert Frost and William Carlos Williams.





In math, students have completed their first unit on data and graphing.  We have started work on multiplicative comparisons and it is very important for students to continue to review multiplication basic facts to maintain fluency skills.
